What are our values?

IRCRC brings the moral power
of religious communities to ensure
reproductive choice and health
through education and advocacy.

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Members of
IRCRC have
been accused of
many things,

including, in a recent letter to the
editor from the Vice President of
Indiana Right to Life, of wanting to
“teach kids how to have sex.” The
most common accusation, however,
is that we are not really religious.
After all, how can one be religious
and pro-choice?

I wish people who believe that
could have been at the Statehouse
last February when, as people of
faith, we lifted up our values and
celebrated our commitment to
freedom, health, and justice.

This extraordinary and historic
event was very moving.

The outstanding and courageous
clergy who led us in prayer,
reflection, and readings offered
strength and a moral foundation to
what we already knew in our hearts:
yes, as people of faith, our
commitment to reproductive rights
is moral, is religious, is fundamental
to our personal and family values.

George Lakoff, linguist, author,
and founder of the progressive think-
tank The Rockridge Institute, says we
must learn to articulate our values.
Progressives, according to Lakoff,
tend to focus too much on issues and
policies. We need to identify our
values in order to more effectively
communicate with the American
public. We are compelled to do so
because the religious right continues
to claim a monopoly on religious
and moral values.

So, what are our values?
Lakoff suggests that “the basic

progressive vision is of community—
of America as family, a caring,
responsible family. We envision an
America where people care about
each other, not just themselves, and
act responsibly with strength and
effectiveness for each other.”

n

This vision is quite different from
right-wing ideology, which stresses a
“strict father morality” and
“unimpeded pursuit of self-interest.”

I thought about that when I read
a recent letter to the editor from a
father opposing comprehensive
sexuality education for his teenage
children. He said he would “give
them as much information on the
negative side effects of having sex
before they are married, but I will
leave them to face their decisions by the
consequences that comes with them.”

I have always suspected that
many anti-choice people see
unwanted pregnancy, STDs, and
other “negative side effects” of
premarital sex as punishment that
teens richly deserve for making bad
choices. Is that the type of parenting
you value? Where’s the compassion,
forgiveness, and understanding?

Similarly, anti-choice groups
opposed a bill recently introduced in
the Indiana legislature that would
require girls to obtain an
immunization that prevents cervical
cancer. The problem? The bil l is an
infr ingement upon “parents’ rights.”

Placing a priority on parents’
rights over the life and health of
children illustrates the contrast in
values. If we value families and
communities in which  “people care
about each other and act responsibly
with strength and effectiveness for
each other,” then of course we want to
help children prevent a deadly disease.

In another recent example, a
Lafayette area minister published a
guest column criticizing a Planned
Parenthood educator’s letter in which

she “repeated the worn out notion
that babies should only be born to
parents who want them.”

(Of course, that’s not  what she
said, but we’ll save a discussion about
the value of honesty and truthfulness
for another time.)

Since when did the goal of “every
child a wanted child” become a worn-
out notion? As people of faith, we
value children and healthy families.
We know the potential damage that
can result when children are the
result of unintended pregnancies. We
know that family planning is
embraced by religions across the
spectrum as a moral good, a
responsible choice, and a basic
human right.

Because we want to create a
community where people care about
each other and act responsibly with
strength and effectiveness for each
other, we support comprehensive sex
ed for youth and strong family
planning programs. We support the
right of women and men to
determine the kind of life they want
to lead, including whether and when
they want to be parents. These are
our values, our moral values, our
family values.

I encourage you to think about
your values, particularly as they
relate to your faith beliefs. Learn to
articulate them. Let’s tell the world
about them.

If we want them to grow up to live fully into the
title of beloved child of God that each of us carries, the more
information they have within them, the better.

Please turn to each other and say—“we are all in this
together.”  Mother, Fathers, Sons, Daughters, Neighbors,
Friend.  Turn to one another again and say—“We are all in
this together.”

If you believe that freedom is worth encouraging – would you
say, Amen!
AMEN!

If you believe that freedom is worth saving and preserving, say
amen!
AMEN!

If you believe that freedom can be saved, say amen!
AMEN!

If you believe that you can make a difference to encourage
and open up freedom, Say amen!
AMEN!

Excerpt from Thy Kingdom Come
In the 1980s, in order to solidify the shift from divorce to abortion, the Religious Right
constructed an abortion myth, one accepted by most Americans as true. Simply put, the
abortion myth is this: Leaders of the Religious Right would have us believe that their
movement began in direct response to the U.S. Supreme Court’s 1973 Roe v. Wade
decision.

Politically conservative evangelical leaders were so morally outraged by the ruling
that they instantly shed their apolitical stupor in order to mobilize politically in defense of
the sanctity of life. Most of these leaders did so reluctantly and at great personal sacrifice,
risking the obloquy of their congregants and the contempt of liberals and “secular
humanists,” who were trying their best to ruin America.

But these selfless, courageous leaders of the Religious Right, inspired by the
opponents of slavery in the nineteenth century, trudged dutifully into battle in order to
defend those innocent unborn children, newly endangered by the Supreme Court’s
misguided Roe decision.

It’s a compelling story, no question about it. Except for one thing: It isn’t true. ...
The Religious Right arose as a political movement for the purpose, effectively, of

defending racial discrimination at Bob Jones University and at other segregated schools.

Thy Kingdom Come, An Evangelical’s Lament: How the Religious Right Distorts the Faith and
Threatens America by Randall Balmer. Basic Books, c2006. From Chapter 1, “Strange
Bedfellows,” p.11-12, 17.
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As one travels the highways and
back roads of Indiana, you see many
interesting, if not ironic, things. One
such thing is a church sign that reads:
“Unity Separatist Baptist Church.”
Randall Balmer in his book Thy
Kingdom Come, An Evangelical’s
Lament: How the Religious Right
Distorts the Faith and Threatens
America takes the reader on another
journey,  critiquing the ironic roll
that the politics of the Religious
Right is taking in reshaping the
American landscape.

As a semi-retired American
Baptist pastor I found Balmer’s
perception of the changing values of
Baptists both intriguing and
frightening. In the chapter entitled
“Where Have all the Baptists
Gone?”, Balmer carefully and clearly
spells out the history and founding
principles of Baptists, quoting Roger
Williams, Issac Bacus, and even a
former leader in the Southern
Baptist Convention and long time
Senior Pastor of the First Baptist

Dr. Rev. Carl Malmgren is a retired Baptist
minister, having  served several
congregations including 1st Baptist
Church in Lafayette. Carl is currently
serving as an interim pastor and is
teaching a high school class. Carl
participated in a clergy panel discussion
sponsored by IRCRC in January 2005 and
he helped organize Indiana’s first All
Options Clergy Counseling training
session in February 2006.

Balmer ’s Thy Kingdom Come  examines the imp act of
the Religious Right in America

Church of Dallas,
Texas, George
Washington Truett.
The cornerstone of
Baptist beliefs “Soul
Liberty” was and still is
a principle that “tr ue”
Baptists have held
dear. This belief, the
basis for the First
Amendment guarantee
of separation of
church and state, has
long protected the
individual conscience from the
tyranny of the majority.

Balmer points out the dangers of
those who have attempted to do away
with the First Amendment by seeking
to establish one brand of religious
belief by mandating prayer in public
schools, seeking government support
for religious education, erecting
overtly Christian icons on public
property (while prohibiting other
religious groups from displaying

symbols of their faith) and by
attempting to pass laws that
narrowly delineate their
definition of Judeo-Christian
values.  In pointing out these
dangers he also exposes the
leaders of such thought,
people such as Rick
Scarborough (head of an
organization called Vision
America), Roy Moore (the
“Ten Commandments
Judge”), Pat Roberston (the
Christian Coalition and 700

Club), Jerry Farwell, and Ralph
Reed, to name a few.

Balmer is a must read for those
who seek understanding of religion’s
role in what is happening in America.
He joins authors like Tony Compolo
(Letters to a young evangelical) and
Jim Wallis (God’s Polit ics) in
sounding the alarm to the religious
community concerning what is
happening to America in the name of
religion. Leaders such as Dr. Rick
Warren, author of The Purpose
Driven Life, endorse reading this
book.  Space does not permit even a
full summary of one chapter of this
book, so I too recommend you take
the time to be informed and
challenged by this book.n
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Indiana  legislators unwilling to support birth control
protection

During the first part of the 2007 Indiana legislative session, we closely watched
Senate Bill 135, which would have required doctors to tell a woman seeking an
abortion that life begins at conception.

Realizing that such language would leave some forms of birth control at
risk, some senators succeeded in amending the bill to protect birth control.
(Many IRCRC members answered an action alert by contacting their senators
encouraging them to support this and other amendments—thank you!)

In the end, however, the bil l did not succeed because, under pressure by
Indiana Right to Life,  there were not enough senators who were willing to vote
for birth control protection.

Hoosiers have now received a stark wake-up call that the anti-abortion
movement is becoming an anti-contraception movement.

Note: the legislative session is stil l not over. We will keep you apprised of any
other important developments.

United Methodist minister testifies in Indiana legislature
Rev. Mike Mather, senior pastor at Broadway United Methodist Church

in Indianapolis, testified in opposition to Senate Bill 135 (“life begins at
conception”) on February 14. Rev. Mather said the bil l is an attempt to force
one particular religious belief upon everyone. Read his entire testimony at
www.ircrc.org and see the newspaper article about it. Kudos to Rev. Mather—
so far as we know, this is the first time a clergyperson of the Christian faith has
spoken up in opposition to an anti-choice bill in the Indiana legislation.

Senator Bayh responds to IRCRC letter
As we told you in the Fall 2006 issue of Faith and Freedom, IRCRC sent a

letter with over 200 signatures to Senator Evan Bayh encouraging him to sign
onto Senate Resolution 485 supporting family planning. In his letter of
response, he did not indicate his intentions regarding this resolution, but he
pointed out that he has supported other bills that would increase funding for
preventive health care and education to reduce unintended pregnancy and STDs.

IRCRC endorses Health W orldwide Act
In February, IRCRC joined many other organizations endorsing the

Focus on Family Health Worldwide Act, a bil l recently introduced in the U.S.
House of Representatives. The bill will provide family planning assistance for
developing countries with acute family planning and maternal health needs.
Every year, over 530,000 women around the world die from causes related to
pregnancy and childbirth. Access to voluntary family planning is a highly
effective and morally responsible health intervention that saves lives. To learn

Religious Institute issues
new “open letter” on
adolescent sexuality
In February the Religious Institute on
Sexual Morality, Justice, and Healing
issued an “Open Letter to Religious
Leaders on Adolescent Sexuality.”

The letter calls for a faith-based
approach to helping adolescents
understand their sexuality and make
informed choices about their sexual
behavior.

The letter is the first of its kind by a
group of religious leaders and is historic
because it recognizes the sexual rights of
adolescents and lays out specific actions
that faith communities need to take to
promote those rights.

IRCRC members may be familiar with
the Institute’s “Religious Declaration”
which has been endorsed by over 2,600
religious leaders from more than 40 faith
traditions and was read at IRCRC’s
